The Rajkot Engineering Association vide their letter dated 29.08.2016
raised the issue of utilization of credit of Education Cess and Secondary &
Higher Education cess lying unutilized before 01.03.2015, and requested to grant
permission for utilizing the same towards payment of central excise duty in
terms of Notification no. 12/2015 C.E.(N.T.) dated 30.04.2015.

The Chairman replied that as per the CBEC Notification no. 12/2015
C.E.(N.T.) dated 30.04.2015, a manufacturer can utilize the credit of Education
Cess and Secondary & Higher Education Cess paid on inputs or capital goods
received in the factory of manufacture of final products on or after the 15t day of
March 2015 towards payment of duty of excise. This facility was extended to the
manufacturers in view of the fact that with effect from 01.03.2015, no Education
Cess and Secondary & Higher Education cess is leviable on all excisable goods.
